Itsa well-known fact that Japanese savea lot. Theydo not spend much. AlsoJapan exportsfar more
than itimpor ts.Ithas an annual trade surplusof over $100 billions, yet Japanese economy isconsidered weak,
even collapsing. Incontrast, Americans spendsa lot and saveslittle. AlsoUSimpor t more than it exports. It has
an annual trade deficit of over $400 billion, yetthe American economy isconsidered strong and trusted to get
stionger.

Butwhere from do Americans get money to spend? Theyborrow from Japan, China and even India.
Vitually others save for the USto spend. Global savingsare mostly invested in US,in dollars. India itselfkeeps its
foreign currency assetsof over $50 billions in USsecurities. China has sunkover $160 billion in USsecurities.
Japan 'sstakesin USsecuritiesisin trillions.

Result: The UShas taken over $5 trillion from the world. So, as the world savesfor the US,Americans
spend freely. Today, to keep the USconsumption going, that isfor the USeconomy to work, other countries have
to remit $180 billion every quarter, which is$2 billion a day, to the US!Otherwisethe USeconomy would go for a
six,and sowillthe global economy . Theresultwillbe no different if USconsumers begin consuming less.

AChinese economist asked a neat question, "Whohasinvested more, USin China, or China in US?The
fact isthat the UShasinvestedin China lessthan half of what China hasinvestedin US.Thesame isthe case with
India. We have invested in USover $50 billion. Butthe UShasinvested lessthan $20 billion in India.

Thenwhy the world isafter US?Thesecret liesin the American spending, that they hardly save. In fact
they use their credit cardsto spend their future income. Thatthe USspendsiswhat makesit attractive to export
to the USSoUSmpor tsmor e than what itexport year after year.

The Result: The world is dependent on USconsumption for its growth. By its deepening culture of
consumption, the UShas habituated the world to feed on USconsumption. Butas the USneeds money to
finance its consumption, the world provides the money. Its like a shopkeeper providing the money to a
customer sothat the customer keeps buying from the shop. If the customer will not buy, the shop won't have
business,unlessthe shopkeeper funds him. TheUSislike the lucky customer. And the world islike the helpless
shopkeeper financier.

Who isAmerica 'shiggest shopkeeper financier? Japan of course. Yet it'sJapan, which isregarded as
weak. Modern economists complain that Japanese do not spend, sothey do not grow. 1o force the Japanese
to spend, the Japanese government exerted itself reduced the savingsrates, even charged the savers.Even
then the Japanese did not spend (habits don't change, even with taxes, do they?). Theirtraditional postal
savingsalone isover $1.2 trillions,about three times the Indian GDP Thussavings,far from being the stiength of
Japan, hasbecome itspain.

Hence, what isthe lesson?Thatis, a nation cannot grow unlessthe people spend, not save. Not just
spend, but borrow and spend. Dr. Jagdish Bhagwati, the famous Indian-born economist in the US,told
Manmohan Singhthat Indians wastefully save. Askthem to spend, on imported cars and, seriously even on
cosmetics! Thiswill put India on a growth curve. "Savingissin,and spending isvirtue." Before you follow thisneo -
economics, get some fools to save so that you can borrow from them and spend. Thisis what UShas
successfullydone inthe lastfew decades.

—__EMOTIONS™

Theanalysisof emotions has been ineffectual tillnow
shce theyare verydifficult to identify, except fora few
such as fear and anger. Many yearsago |began an
intense psycho-analysis (which | did on my own). It
took me two years of constant awareness to finally
identify the range of emotions that | usually
experience.

The peculiarity of any particular emotion is
that, whilst it is just an emotion, it is nevertheless
intimately associated with specific mental
attitudes and ideas that have become
characteristic of that emaotion. In general, | found
that each emotion acts as a nucleus for pre-set
ideas about the world. This fact gives rise to a
notable phenomenon. As one emotion fades
away and the next oneisgenerated, so the ideas
in a person'smind automatically change: the fresh
emotion bringswith ititsassociated ideas.

A person is always experiencing some
emotion at any time, since when the present
emotion fades away so another emotion will take

its place and be felt by him / her. No single
emotionalresponse can be permanent. When any
emotion, such asanger, isexperienced the person
can stay angry only for some time; eventually the
angerwillfade awayand a fresh emotion will arise.

Many people orientate on feeling
responses to the world: an abundance of good
feelings, and emotional satisfaction, become the
criteria for a successful life. However, emotions
present problems for the ego (which is just the
personality). When emotionsbecome intense they
neutralize intellectual concems. In fact, common
negatively-valued emotions such as self-pity, fear,
anxiety, aswell asmoods like depression, actually
tend to inhibit rationality in particular, intense
anxiety seems to produce a mental fog in one's
mind, making itimpossible to study.

Understanding the nature of emotions has
profound implications for psycho- therapy. In this
set of two articles | present my ideas on emotion.
Next article givesyou aninsight about FEELINGS.

FELINGS

Feelingsare not the same asemotions. This
fact is not cleary recognized, especially as
definitions of them tend to be ambiguous and
vague. Confusion often abounds in ideas and
articlesaboutthem.

One area of confusion is that feelings are
often loosely equated with emotions. Thisisall right
for colloquial use. | can ask a friend how he is
feeling today; it would be awkward to ask him how
emotional he isbeing today. Some people might
take offence if they were thought to be emotional,
whereasitisacceptable forthem to show feelings.
However, there are fundamental differences
betweenfeelingsand emotions.

There are a multitude of emotions, but only
three feelings. These are: the pleasant one, the
unpleasant one, and the neutral one. This is the
Buddhist understanding and | verified this fact
directly during the time when | used to practice
meditation. In the past, some moral theorists
believed that the neutral feeling is only an equal
mixture of both pleasant and unpleasant feelings,
so that the net effect is zero. But meditational
awarenessdisprovesthisassumption.

The imporntance of feelingsisthat they help
give rise to emotions, that is, the bases of all
emotionsare the three feelings.

Sq we're really looking to increase your
inspiration here and not necessarily justto motivate
you. I've found that people 'sinspiration drops when
they've been doing the same thing over and over
again for some time. You may feel you're stuckin a
rut; itsbecome a bit of a drag. If you're feeling this
way, it's no wonder your inspiration has decided to
‘wander off".

A FRIEND

Sometimes you justneed to take a break or
have a rest from what you're doing and your
inspiration may well come back. Thisbreak also
allows you to re-assesswhat you've been doing and
not doing. Perhaps then you'll see there are some
changes you want to make, perhaps deciding to
implement a different strategy or action ‘plan.

Taking a break will mean different things to
different people and you need to determine for
yourselfwhat thisbreak willbe. Rerhaps, you'lldecide
take a day or a week off work to play and have fun.
Or you may decide to go for a briskwalk I'm even
inclined to suggestto you that, while taking thisbreak,
you tell yourselfthat you're not allowed to do or think
about anything related to work or whatever it is that
you're taking a break from. It's surprisinghow much
most of usreact to being told we can't do or have
something. The rebellious part of us often surfaces
and wantsto fight it

Taking a break from whatever itisyou've been
doing willprobably make you feel apprehensive. All
your fears about how much you have to get done,
you're wasting time, what if | don 't want to go back to
doing this are likely to surface . Itsa natural reaction,
but the fear isusuallymuch worsethan the reality. You
need to trustyourself face up to the fears and know
that you can handle any situation.

After a break, you'll feel refreshed and when
you feel refreshed, your enthusiasm and inspiration
will return. Then you'll be ready to start moving
forward again .

ECommerce isa combination of two words
viz. Hectronic and Commerce. Therefore, e-
commerce is an abbreviation which means
electronic commerce i.e., commercial transaction
carried out by the help of electronic means.

The origin of e-commerce dates back to
electronic medias like telephone , fax, compact disk
cable and personal computer etc. Theseelectronic
medias had severallimitationslike speed, accuracy ,
geographical distance, secrecy and authenticity.
Business transactions were carmed out using
electronic devices but these were limited to a region
or area depending upon the capacity of
communication system. There was no linkage or
connectivity between the electronic devices and
commercial transactions were restricted between
manufacturer and consumer of one region or
country. Hectronic devices were used for
convenience and arithmetical accuracy justin lieu
of manual process of carrying out commercial
transactions.

The revolutions in electronic devices and
computerization have accelerated business
procedures and transactions. Thebarriersof speed,
accuracy , distance, secrecy and authenticity have
been eliminated by INTERNET

Internet through computers has provided
connectivity to different electronic devices world
wide. Ithas created a networkwhich can be utilized
by any person having internet connection to carry
out commercial transactions.

Internet has created an altogether different
space for computer based transactions known as
“CYBERSACE".

To quote Roger Le Roy Miller and Fank B
Cross “Cyber space isthe virtual world within which
computer based network operates.” ECommerce
in present context also means “Internet
Commerce”.
